NORTHWEST YMCA - Now Open

The Northwest YMCA now features a new 
Youth Wellness Studio and Cheer/Tumbling 
Center. Completed December 2011, the 
expansion added 13,000 sq. ft. of space to 
meet the growing need for instructional and 
competitive youth sport programs in northwest 
Wichita and surrounding communities. In 
addition, new fusion classes in the Youth 
Wellness Studio fuse together fun, healthy 
activities and learning to give families more 
opportunities to develop healthy lifestyles. 

SOUTH YMCA & FARHA SPORT 
CENTER - Complete September 2012

To provide safe and positive alternatives to 
sedentary pastimes, the Y will expand sports 
through indoor and outdoor complexes on the 
South YMCA campus. New outdoor turf fields, 
parking and lighting have already been added. 
Coming this fall, the Farha Sport Center will 
double in size to increase space for competitive 
basketball and volleyball programs. In addition, 
a 5,000 sq. ft. expansion to the South YMCA 
wellness center is planned. 

CENTRAL FAMILY YMCA - Open 4Qtr ‘12

To meet the needs of underserved families in 
Wichita’s core, the Y will replace an outdated 
50-year-old facility with a new 110,000 sq. 
ft., family-friendly, LEED certified YMCA. The 
Central Family YMCA, expected to open in the 
fourth quarter 2012, will serve as a flagship 
YMCA for Wichita as well as a hub of activity 
for the community. 

YMCA CAMP HYDE - Complete May 2012

The Y’s popular camp that has served the 
community since 1924 now features the 
Stannard Family Lake, expanded to three times 
the size with waterfront activities, updated 
nature trails and the Cessna Nature Center. 
Coming this summer will be a new outdoor pool, 
sport fields and the W.R. Murfin Equestrian 
Center that will keep more kids active and safe 
during the summers. 
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
